The new conver i immediately aken w
the drop-in center 1o reduce his chanees o
besorming a vietim of abaise, The nesue
Lewm of chilidren al first wams the
neweomer about the unsafe and insecure
envirenment but it he intends o stay then
throngh peychologist and other staft’
available at the drop-in center equip him
with life skills to protect him from the
perpeiralions.

A good
exumple in this respect is awareness
ruising is (RS Warasia Road. The Head
tencher participated in CTC workshop.
Imiplernenting the siriegy in her sehool
she stressed on hand washing and
infiarmed the children about diseases
cawsed through feacel oral route. She
askesd the children to muke hand washing
their habit and shoild swash their hands
afier using latrine both at school and
home. The children were asked to bring
spaps (o school for hand washing afier
attending latrine. Children carrizd this
massage to their home which had grea
effect Well off (hmilies contribuwed open
heartedly and approciated the ininanives
taken o mwprove child health throwgh
adoption of better hygicne practices. The
hensd vesecher of the school later on
distributed the excessive soaps among the
needy and poor siudents. This mnitintive
nat only changed the pathetic bygienic
conditicn ui the school level but also
wredied awareness ot the community level
tor take utmeost care for maintaining a
healthy and hy gienic environment.
